In
addition to these competitive examinations, we also prepare students for class10" board examination,
accordingto the latest changes made in it, by exposing them to mock situations like that of the real one.

In Sub-Junior classes, the targeted competitive examinations are National Mathematics Talent Competitions
(NMTC), Private Mathematics and Science Olympiads and other private Olympiads which can be cleared by
following CBSE curriculum of the particular class. Other than the competitive examinations, we build
conceptual understanding in all the subjects by following NCERT curriculum and conducting various academic
workshops to make students understand the application of several concepts.

Other than the academic delivery of concepts in Sub-Junior classes, we also aim at inculcating life skills in
students as per the current guidelines of World Health Organization (WHO). The life skills include social skills,
thinking skills and emotional skills.
